Continuing proficiency-based course which refines and expands
previously acquired linguistic skills in culturally authentic
contexts. Activities are conducted in Italian. Students cannot
enroll in ITA 201 after earning credit for ITA 202 or higher.
Shared Competencies Civic and Global Responsibility;
Communication Skills; Ethics, Integrity, and Commitment to
Diversity and Inclusion.

Course Overview

ITA 201, Intermediate Italian, is a course designed to further
develop, strengthen and refine the skills of students who have
achieved the Novice High to Intermediate Low level of
proficiency in the language. The course, which is conducted
completely in Italian, offers students a full review of
Italian grammar together with the development of speaking and
writing skills, and a consistent exposure to Italian language
and culture.

To achieve these goals, students engage in interactive oral
